Bishop's Message

Dear Fathers, Sisters and Brothers.
Greetings!

We, not forgetting but thanking God for Pope Francis,
are immensely happy that HABEMUS PAPAM in the
person of Robert Francis Prevost, a member of the
Augustinian Order, who has taken the (Papal) name Leo
XIV. First of all, we thank God for the Holy Father and
thank the Holy Father for saying “yes” and for abandoning

himself'to God who guides the Church. Let us be confirmed by him in faith,
and letus not forget to pray for him.

It is too early, personally for me, to write a column on the Pontificate of the
new Holy Father. However, the impression and impact Pope Leo XIV has
significantly made since his election already signal the future journey of his
pontificate. His first Urbi et Orbi Apostolic Blessing can be taken at face
value to substantiate this statement. On May 8, 2025, having been elected as
the 267" Pope and taking the name Pope Leo XIV, he made his first public
appearance shortly after the conclave and greeted the faithful from the
central loggia of St. Peter's Basilica with the words: “Peace be with you all!”
He continued: “Dear brothers and sisters, these are the first words spoken by
the risen Christ, the Good Shepherd who laid down his life for God's flock. I
would like this greeting of peace to resound in your hearts, in your families,
among all people, wherever they may be, in every nation and throughout the
world. Peace be with you!”

Upon hearing this message of the Holy Father, we could at once sense the
emphasis he laid on unity, peace, and the pastoral mission of the Church. He
also acknowledged in this first message the legacy of his predecessor, Pope
Francis, and expressed his commitment to continuing the mission of
spreading peace and compassion. He also drew inspiration from his
Augustinian roots, pledging to serve faithfully as both Christian and bishop.

Before his election, as we know, Pope Leo dedicated over two decades to
missionary work in Peru, which profoundly influenced his pastoral
approach and leadership style. It is also said that his tenure in Peru
coincided with periods of political turmoil and social unrest. He was vocal
in his criticism of human rights abuses during President Alberto Fujimori's
regime. His advocacy extended to defending victims of violence
perpetrated by the revolutionary organization, Shining Path insurgency,
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emphasizing the Church's role in promoting peace and justice. In the late
2010s, Pope Leo played a pivotal role in addressing the abuses committed
by the Sodalitium Christianae Vitae (SCV), a lay Catholic movement in
Peru. He met with victims, supported their legal and psychological recovery
efforts. He facilitated a crucial meeting with Pope Francis in 2022, which
led to a Vatican investigation, resulting in the expulsion of SCV's founder
and leaders and the movement's formal dissolution in 2024.

Pope Leo's connection with the Peruvian people and his dedication to
serving the marginalized communities earned him the name 'saint of the
North.' His efforts during natural disasters, such as wading through
floodwaters to deliver humanitarian aid, and initiatives like securing
oxygen plants during the pandemic, are fondly remembered by the
Peruvians. These formative experiences in Peru, therefore, we surely hope,
would have indelibly shaped Pope Leo's vision of the Church, emphasizing
pastoral care, social justice, and commitment to the marginalized.

It is one of the most beautiful traditions in the Catholic Church that the
month of June is dedicated particularly to the most sacred Heart of Jesus.
Most of us, I hope, would have already gone through Dilexit Nos (He loved
us), the encyclical of Pope Francis in which he offers a profound reflection
on the devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus emphasizing its enduring
relevance in contemporary times of technology, war and indifference.

In this encyclical, he describes the Sacred Heart of Jesus as the “blazing
furnace of divine and human love” and “There, in that Heart, we truly come
at last to know ourselves and we learn how to love” (DN, 30). He explains in
detail that the Heart of Christ is not merely symbolic, but reveals the full
truth of God's love and the dignity of the human person. He also urges a
renewal of traditional devotions not as “nostalgic or sentimental,” but as
powerful ways to draw closer to Christ. He recommends practices such as
First Friday communions, Eucharistic Adoration and Consecration to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus. Let us not forget then to encourage our parishioners
to renew the traditional devotions to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, in which “we
learn to relate to one another in wholesome and happy ways, and to build up
in this world God's kingdom of love and justice. Our hearts, united with the
heart of Christ, are capable of working this social miracle” (DN, 28).

Jesus, meek and humble of heart, make our hearts like unto thine!
