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Bishop's Message

Dear Fathers, Sisters and Brothers,
Greetings!

I'am pleased to inform you that, as announced at the last General
Body Meeting of priests, the final document of the Diocesan
Synod 2024 was solemnly released on the Solemnity of the
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary, August 15, at St. Francis

Xavier's Cathedral, Kottar. On the same occasion, the Handbook of the Bylaws of
the Parish Pastoral Council and the Parish Finance Council (Revised with new
Amendments) was also officially published.

As we know, the Synod document is the fruit of prayer, consultation, and
discernment carried out across our diocese for nearly a year. It reflects the
collective wisdom of clergy, religious and laity and outlines the pastoral vision
and priorities that will guide our local Church in the coming years. I earnestly
request you to study the document carefully and to help our parish communities
reflect upon and implement its directives. Let us keep in mind that the Diocesan
Synod 2024 is not merely an administrative exercise that we had undertaken but
a spiritual journey of communion, participation and mission as Pope Francis
envisaged. Hence, I count on your collaboration and pastoral zeal to ensure that
the grace of the Synod is not left on paper but becomes a living reality in our
parishes. Together, let us build a more participatory Church in our diocese.

The Handbook of the Bylaws of the Parish Pastoral Council and the Parish
Finance Council (Revised with new Amendments) is intended as a practical tool
for fostering greater participation, transparency and co-responsibility in parish
life. Therefore, I sincerely urge that Parish Pastoral Councils and Finance
Councils be established at the earliest in those parishes where they are not yet in
place or not properly formed, so that our diocese may grow together in
accountability, shared responsibility and service.

At this juncture, | take this opportunity to thank all those who collaborated in the
preparation of these two important documents, particularly the Synod
coordinators & team and the drafting committees.

Every year on September 8, the Church celebrates the joy of the Feast of the Birth
of the Blessed Virgin Mary, our Mother. On this day, the Catholic Church in India
solemnly celebrates the Feast of Our Lady of Good Health, a cherished day of
devotion to all of us. Rooted in the miraculous events at Vailankanni in the 16"
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century, this feast reminds us of the tender care and powerful intercession of our
Blessed Mother, who continues to draw countless pilgrims to her shrine. As we
honour Our Lady of Good Health, we entrust ourselves, our families and our
diocese to her maternal protection.

The birth of Mary is not just a private family event in Nazareth, but a moment of
joy for the entire human family. As her birth is intimately linked to the history of
salvation, the dawn of redemption begins with Mary's coming into the world. As
Pope Francis in his homily says: “She is the 'morning star' who precedes the
rising of the Sun of Justice, Christ our Lord” (Solemnity of the Epiphany of the
Lord, 6 January 2023). Therefore, the birth of Mary is a feast of joy and gratitude
for all of us. That is why, one of the titles of the Blessed Mary found in the Litany
of Loreto is “Mary, the Cause of Our Joy.” It expresses a profound truth about
Mary's role in salvation history and in the life of the Church.

At the same time, this feast also reminds us of the fact that Mary was born as a
helpless little girl in a society that did not always value women. Yet, God chose
her to be the Mother of His Son. Through Mary, God teaches us that every child,
especially every girl child, is precious, dignified and chosen. In this context, it is
deeply significant that in India, this day is also observed as the Day of the Girl
Child. Sadly, in many parts of India, the birth of a girl child is not welcomed with
joy. Even before a girl child is born, she may face rejection through selective
abortion. If she survives, she often encounters discrimination, neglect, abuse and
unequal opportunities in her home and society. Instead of being cherished as a
blessing, the girl child is too often treated as a burden in the family.

The Feast of the birth of Mother Mary reminds us that the birth of a girl child in
our families should be a cause of our joy and celebration. Just as Joachim and
Anne received the girl child, Mary as a gift from God, we also are called to see
every girl child as a blessing and a bearer of hope for the future. On this feast, let
us renew our commitment to honour and protect the dignity of every girl child in
our families and parishes. Let us ensure they are given due love, education, safety
and equal opportunities to grow and flourish.

May the Blessed Virgin Mary, our Mother, born as a humble girl in Nazareth yet
chosen for a great mission, intercede for us so that our families and parishes may
overcome prejudice and truly celebrate the gift of every child!

DECREE
on the formulary and Biblical readings for the Mass for the Care of Creation

“Let Your works praise You, that we may love You; and let us love You, that
Your works may praise You (Augustine, Confessions, 13,33; PL.32)

The mystery of creation is the beginning of salvation history, which
culminates in Christ and from the mystery of Christ it receives definitive light; in
fact, by manifesting His goodness, “in the beginning, God created the heavens and
the earth” (Gen 1,1) God already from these origins had in mind the glory of the new
creation in Christ.

Sacred Scripture exhorts humankind to contemplate the mystery of creation
and to give endless thanks to the Holy Trinity for this sign of His benevolence, which,
like a precious treasure, is to be loved, cherished and simultaneously advanced, as
well as handed down from generation to generation.

At this time it is evident that the work of creation is seriously threatened
because of the irresponsible use and abuse of the goods God has endowed to our care
(cf- Laudato si’n. 2).

This is why it is considered appropriate to add a Mass formulary “pro
custodia creationis” to the Missae “pro variis necessitatibus vel ad diversa” of the
Roman Missal.

In the Eucharist “The world which came forth from God's hands returns to
him in blessed and undivided adoration: in the bread of the Eucharist, ‘creation is
projected towards divinization, towards the holy wedding feast, towards unification
with the Creator himself” (Benedict X VI, Homily for the Mass of Corpus Domini, 15
June 2006). Thus, the Eucharist is also a source of light and motivation for our
concerns for the environment, directing us to be stewards of all creation” (Laudato
si’n.236).

The Supreme Pontiff LEO XIV approved this formulary along with
appropriate biblical readings, drawn up in Latin and attached to this Decree, and
ordered that they be disseminated, and now the Dicastery for Divine Worship and the
Discipline of the Sacraments promulgates it and declares it to be the typical text.

Anything to the contrary notwithstanding.

The Convocation Ceremony of the Life Guidance Psychotherapies Diploma Course
was held on the 12th at Holy Cross College, Nagercoil. The event was presided over
by Bishop Nazarene Soosai, Mrs. Sakila Banu (DCPO), and Fr. Nelson. A total of
430 candidates successfully graduated and received their diplomas.

Fr. Nelson and his team conducted a series of training and awareness programmes
on diverse topics. These included Pastoral Understanding of Addictions at St. Paul’s
Seminary, Trichy, for 22 deacons; Emotions and Addictions at IMAADD, Carmel
School Campus, for 30 addicts; Commitment in the Teaching Profession at Annai
Vailankanni Engineering College, Kanyakumari, for 60 faculty members; and
Awareness on Drugs, Social Media, and Behaviours at Sacred Heart Higher
Secondary School, Kuzhithurai, benefiting 1,040 students. Altogether, 1,152
participants were enriched by these sessions.

Evangelization Commissions were newly established at Puthugramam and Kanavur
parishes, strengthening the mission of proclaiming the Gospel and fostering faith at
the local level.

Special trainings were arranged on the themes of Prayer, Faith, Hope, Relationship
with God, Service with Love, and Love is God. A total of 237 people participated and
benefited from these spiritual enrichment programmes.

Programmes, competitions, and rallies focusing on the conservation of natural
resources were organized at Aral Arokiyanagar, Puthukudieruppu, Punnainagar,
Enayamputhanthurai, Midalakkadu, Rajavoor, Vavathurai, Kanyakumari,
Devasahayam Mount, Nagercoil, Mela Ramanputhur, Azhickal, Illangadai, and
Christhu Nagar. A total of 396 children and animators actively participated in these
events, spreading awareness on the importance of protecting creation.

A food-sharing event was organized at Colachel, highlighting the values of
compassion, solidarity, and care for the needy within the community.

At Ramapuram, children as young evangelizers visited the elderly, spending time
with them and sharing words of faith and encouragement, bringing joy and comfort
to their lives.

A special training programme on painting was organized at Vattakarai, encouraging
creativity and developing artistic skills among the children.

Trainings were arranged on the themes Knowing about Kanyakumari District and
Conserving its Resources and Moral Teaching for Kids. A total of 163 children and
animators participated in these sessions, gaining both knowledge and values for daily
life.

Special activities

Charity initiatives amounting to 36,45,300 were carried out during the month,
extending significant support to poor families, students, and individuals in need.

Training was provided in six parishes to carry out the economic census, equipping
participants with the necessary skills to collect and record data effectively.
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Parish-level coordination visits were carried out in 32 parishes, strengthening
collaboration, encouraging active participation, and fostering unity in pastoral
activities.

In the parishes, BCC trainings were conducted on the themes Motivating Families
and Clarification of the Duties and Rights of Leaders. These sessions aimed to
strengthen family bonds and provide clarity for parish leaders in their roles.

Special activities

A new women’s group was formed in Arockiyapuram Parish, encouraging greater
participation of women in parish life and empowering them for leadership.

An amount of 15,000 was distributed to those in need, including a poor student, an
elderly grandmother, and residents of an old age home, offering timely support and
care.

Trainings were organized on the topics Laity Special Conference, Second Vatican
council, Challenges of Parents, and Preparation of Washing Powder. A total of 119
women participated and benefited from these programmes.

The Annual Day and Opening Ceremony of the School Catechetics and Moral
Education were held on the 23rd, presided over by Bishop Nazarene, with 246
participants.
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A Drug Awareness Program was conducted, followed by a signature campaign
against TASMAC at Siluvainagar.

Parents’ Catechism classes began in Chinnamuttom, Helen Nagar and
Keezhmanakudy parishes.

Catechetics Annual Day was celebrated in the parishes of Kovalam, Vaniyakudy, and
Kurumpanai.

New guidelines of diocesan Catechetics include increasing the number of male
teachers and scheduling one catechetics teacher as trainer during vicariate-level
meetings.

Trainings were conducted on topics including Bible classes, travelling on the right
path, drug detoxification, the sacraments, duties of catechists, lesson planning, lives
