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Bishop's Message

Dear Fathers, Sisters and Brothers,
Greetings!

At the outset, I wish to extend my sincere thanks to all
our parish priests and parishioners and religious
communities for the generous efforts taken to celebrate
the World Day of the Poor on Nov 16, Sunday with such
compassion and commitment. In the spirit of this year's
theme from Ps 71:5, “You are my hope,” the special Mass

offered for the poor, together with your charitable initiatives, thoughtful
outreach and financial assistance became a powerful sign of Christian
hope for those who struggle in midst. [ am especially grateful for the stable
funds you have created for the poor and the neglected in our parishes,
expressing your enduring concern for those at the margins. I pray that God
may bless your kindness and strengthen you in your service to the least
among us.

Every year on December 3, the solemnity of St. Francis Xavier is
celebrated with great devotion at St. Xavier's Cathedral in Kottar, drawing
tens of thousands of people from across religions and Christian
denominations. This annual celebration is a living testimony to the saint's
spiritual influence and the deep affection the people have for him.

From the time St. Francis Xavier arrived on the shores of South India in
1542, Francis Xavier preached Christ with a burning love for Jesus and an
unwavering zeal for souls like St. Paul. His missionary journeys across
coastal villages were marked not only by tireless evangelization but also
by the power of his personal holiness, simplicity, and compassion. He
carried Christ in his heart and offered Him to all, especially to those who
were marginalised or without hope. His ministry among the poor fishing
communities of Kottar and Thoothukudi remains one of the most
inspiring chapters of his missionary life. He identified deeply with the
struggles of the poor fishing communities and became their spiritual
father, teacher and friend. He protected them from exploitation, taught
them the faith with patience and clarity and shared their hardships as one
among them.

His love for the poor was not separate from his love for Christ; it was
rather its most natural expression. He believed that serving the poorest
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was a way of touching the wounds of Jesus himself. Praising St. Francis
Xavier as the greatest missionary of modern times, Pope Francis once
said: “The love of Christ was the strength that drove him to the furthest
frontiers, with constant toil and danger, overcoming setbacks,
disappointments and discouragement; indeed, giving him consolation and
joy in following and serving Him to the end” (General Audience, May 17,
2023). Let us then, as we celebrate his feast, learn from him the passionate
love for Jesus and embrace the poor with the heart of a true shepherd.

Christmas, which is fast approaching, shows us how deeply God loves us,
especially the poor and the forgotten. St. Paul beautifully tells us that Jesus
“though He was rich, became poor for our sake” (2 Cor 8:9). He chose to
be born not in a palace but in a humble manger because “there was no
room for them in the inn” (Lk 2:7). The poverty of Christ is not an accident
but a divine revelation. That means, in becoming poor, God shows that His
glory shines most brightly in what is small, humble and vulnerable. It is
God's passionate love that stoops down to lift up humanity.

If God chose to reveal Himself in the weakness of an infant and in the
simplicity of a poor family, then the poor become the privileged place
where His presence is encountered. As Pope Francis says, “In the poor you
have found a privileged place of encounter with Christ” (Address to
Jesuits and Social Justice Delegates, Nov 08, 2019). On another occasion,
he said: “Jesus was born poor, lived poor and died poor. He chose poverty
to reveal God's love for the little ones” (Homily at St. Mary Major, 1 Jan,
2015).

As we welcome Jesus, the babe in our homes and communities, may our
joy be expressed not in showing off, but in sharing generously with the
poor, caring tenderly for creation and living with gratitude for the humble
ways God comes to us. May our celebration reflect Christ's simplicity,
compassion and concern for all that God has made!

I wish you a Merry Christmas filled with joy and New Year brightened by
peace and hope.
